GROUND TRANSPORTATION: Doral Golf Resort & Spa is located at 4400 Northwest 87th Avenue, approximately 7 miles from Miami

International Airport. For those contestants not renting automobiles, there are two methods of transportation available. "Super
Shuttle" operates Blue Vans on a regular basis from the lower level baggage claim exit to Doral Golf Resort & Spa for $20.00 per
person or 4-11 people for $60. For two or more (up to 5) passengers it is more economical to engage a taxicab. The taxi rate to Doral
is approximately $30.00. This rate includes luggage, golf clubs and up to 5 people. Upon exiting the baggage claim area, please look
for Aviation Department personnel wearing light blue shirts and navy pants or shorts.

PRESENTATIONS OF TROPHIES IMMEDIATELY FOLLOWING PLAY OF EACH AGE GROUP. Trophies will be awarded for First,
Second and Third Place in each age group. In case of ties there will be a playoff for First Place Only. If there are more than two people tied
for first place there will be a playoff for all three spots. If no ties for First exist, Second and Third places will be determined by matching cards
on the basis of the best score for the last nine holes. If still tied, the winner will be determined by the last six holes, last three holes and finally

the 18th hole. If ties continue, the process of matching cards hole-by-hole starting with the 17th hole and going backward will continue until
the tie is broken. Consolation Flights will award only winner and runner-up trophies.
Trophies will be presented at the scoreboard if weather permits.

Boys 14-15 - Top 36 and ties, Championship Flight, next 36 players and ties compete in Consolation Flight all others will not play Dec. 23.

Girls 16-18 - Top 24 and ties, Championship Flight, next 24 players and ties compete in Consolation Flight all others will not play Dec. 23.

Boys 16-18 - Top 60 and ties, Championship Flight, next 52 players and ties compete in Consolation Flight all others will not play Dec. 23.

Only the above groups will play the third round on December 23 rd,
There will be a CUT in the Boys 16-18, Boys 14-15, and Girls 16-18 Age Groups.
Players not making the cut will not play December 23.

PACE OF PLAY: The Championship Pace of Play Policy utilizes a two checkpoint system.

Players will not receive warnings.
Each group is responsible for monitoring their own pace.
To avoid penalty, groups must complete each checkpoint hole:
1. Under the allotted time, or
2. Within 15 minutes of the group ahead.
Checkpoints will be on holes #9 and #18, unless otherwise indicated.
All players in a group in breach of the pace of play policy at any checkpoint are subject to penalty.

SPIKELESS SHOE POLICY (NO METAL SPIKES): All contestants are reminded that Doral Golf Resort & Spa has
mandated a spikeless shoe policy on all courses. It is suggested that you carry with you a pair of spikeless golf shoes. If not, you may be
refused permission to compete in this championship.
