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MISSION STATEMENT  

The First Tee, is a division of the World Golf Foundation, has as its mission to impact the lives of young 

people around the world by creating affordable and accessible golf facilities to primarily serve those who 

have not previously had exposure to the game and its positive values.  Our goal is to provide the facilities 

and experiences that will enable kids from every walk of life to partake of a game that teaches values for 

life and which can be played for a lifetime. 

                      HISTORY AND BACKGROUND  

Research conducted by the National Golf Foundation Studies showed that the major revealed that only 

two percent of children aged twelve to seventeen ever try golf and that only five percent of this nationôs 

golfers are minorities. barrier to attracting more children, and especially economically disadvantaged 

children, to the game was the lack of places that welcomed them, places they could physically get to, and 

places that they could afford. The First Tee was created to address these access and affordability issues. 

The First Tee is overseen and has the active support of a committee comprised of members representing 

golfôs major organizations including the PGA of America, PGA TOUR, the Augusta National Golf Club, 

Ladies Professional Golf Association and Untied States Golf Association. In Addition, former President 

George Bush serves as Honorary Chairman. 

When The First Tee was announced in November 1997, an initial goal was established of having 100 

facilities in some form of development by the end of the year 2000. The First Tee announced that it had 

surpassed this goal on August 27, 2000 with 129 facilities in development spanning 38 states with one in 

Canada. 

As it enters the 21
st
 Century, The First Tee has evolved its goals for the long terms by seeking to impact 

the lives of 500,000 youths. 

THE FIRST TEE  

Individual responsibility, respect, integrity and confidence are all among the traits that can help a 

young person on the road to success. Unfortunately, these are also traits that are often identified as 

missing in the character development of many of our young people today. To the extent these traits 

are missing, it is not because our youth have rejected them, but it is because they have not had the 

opportunity to be taught these lessons in an engaging way. 

Sports have been traditional vehicles for teaching such lessons, and there is one sport in particular 

that not only teaches positive life lessons, but also depends on an adherence to them for its very 

existence. That sport, of course, is golf. 

 

It is a game in which there are no officials to call a breach of the rules. It is a game where only the 

individual participants know if the score the handed in is the score they actually shot. It is a game 

with a rich history and timeless traditions that invites respect for the old and wonderment of the new. 

Most of all, golf is fun. The game is never solved, perfection is never achieved, and there is always the 

opportunity for improvement and success. It is also a game where the raw beginner can play a 

competitive match with the most seasoned expert, It is a game where youngsters can delight in 

playing with each other and it is a game suited to the young and old playing together ï if they have a 

place to learn and play the game at all.

Golf License Plate is an effort led by the Miami Coalition and the First Tee Miami-Dade Amateur Golf 
Association (DAGA). This project formally began as a bill introduced in 2000 by Mr. Charles DeLucca, a 
nationally recognized authority on junior golf and founder of the Doral-Publix Junior Golf Classic. The Golf 
License Plate has become a State law approved by Senate and House signed into law by Governor Jeb 
Bush in 2002.  
Florida is the worldôs number one golf vacation destination attracting over 1.5 million visitors annually, for the 
sole purpose of playing golf. It generates in excess of $6 billion annually, as tourists and residents enjoy 
over 1150 different golf courses year round. Because of the success of Tiger Woods, golf has rapidly 
increased in popularity and heightened the interest of many youngsters across the socioeconomic spectrum. 
Without accessible programs, a majority of children in middle and lower income families will never receive 
an opportunity to explore the possibility of realizing their fullest potential in the sport of golf. The golf plate 
will provide funds to remedy this inequity. 
Golf is a non-aggressive, non-contact sport that teaches kids self-discipline, initiative, honesty and etiquette 
while fostering physical fitness and character development. The game of golf teaches kids how to surmount 
obstacles through sustained effort and self-discipline. Golf requires a substantial investment of time and 
concentration and can be played either alone or with others. It promotes strategic thinking and 
communication skills and exposes many children to beautiful surroundings and educational opportunities 
they may never otherwise encounter. 
Proceeds generated from the sale of golf license plates will be deposited into a trust under the Direction of 
The Florida Sports Foundation. A newly established 7 member board has been created by The Florida 
Sports Foundation to administer funding and furnish model programming guideline for grant applications, 
support and oversight, and provide access to the sport of golf through local not for profit amateur golf 
associations for all Florida youth, regardless of socioeconomic status, gender, race or ability. Renewal of 
grants generated by the proceeds will be based upon strict performance data and positive outcomes 
reported by the grantees. The board under the direction of The Florida Sports foundation will provide 
support to youngsters across the state to maintain and increase thriving, local amateur youth golf projects 
and community programs. 
Florida golf organizations that will take a active roll in the program are the USGA, FSGA, LPGA, PGA, the 
PGA Tour. Programs like the First Tee Program will become beneficiaries of much needed operation dollars 
to sustain their Junior Golf programs throughout the State of Florida.

Responsibility accounting for oneôs actions; dependable in golf, you are responsible for yourself and your actions on the golf 

course. It is up to you to keep score, repair divots, rake bunkers, repair ball marks on the green and keep up with the pace of 

play. 

Rule of the Day 

24-2b/20 Interference by Line or Mark on Ground Consisting of Lime or Paint

WEEK #2 

Sportsmanship observing the rules of play and winning or losing with grace. You must know and abide by the rules of golf 

and be able to conduct yourself in a respectful manner. 

Rule of the Day 

24-2b/20 Interference by Line or Mark on Ground Consisting of Lime or Paint

A ball comes to rest on a line or other mark on the ground consisting of lime or paint that has been 

drawn for gallery-control purposes or for providing fixed reference points relating to yardage. Is the

WEEK #3 
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Perseverance to persist in an idea, purpose or task despite obstacles. To succeed in golf, you must learn to persevere through 

bad breaks and your own mistakes. Considerate behavior toward others. A polite remark or gesture. 

Rule of the Day  

Lost Ball 
If a player believes his ball may be lost outside a water hazard or is out of bounds, to save time, he should play a provisional 

ball.  

Players searching for a ball should signal the players in the group behind them to play through as soon as it becomes apparent 

that the ball will not easily be found.  

They should not search for five minutes before doing so. Having allowed the group behind to play through, they should not 

continue play until that group has passed and is out of range. 

In the case of a serious breach of Etiquette, the Committee may disqualify a player under Rule 33-7. 

WEEK #4 

Courtesy A round of golf should begin and end with a handshake between fellow competitors. Show courtesy toward others 

by remaining still and quiet while they prepare and execute a shot. 

Rule of the Day 

Consideration for Other Players 

No Disturbance or Distraction 
Players should always show consideration for other players on the course and should not disturb their play by moving, talking 

or making any unnecessary noise.  

Players should ensure that any electronic device taken onto the course does not distract other players.  

On the teeing ground, a player should not tee his ball until it is his turn to play.  

Players should not stand close to or directly behind the ball, or directly behind the hole, when a player is about to play. 

WEEK #5 

Judgment the ability to make a decision or form an opinion. A decision reached after consideration. Using good judgment is 

critical in golf. It comes into play when deciding on strategy, club selection, when to play safe and when to take a chance, the 

type of shot you consider executing, as well as understanding and abiding by 

etiquette. 

Rule of the Day 

On the Putting Green 
On the putting green, players should not stand on another player's line of putt or when he is making a stroke, cast a shadow 

over his line of putt.  

Players should remain on or close to the putting green until all other players in the group have holed out. 

WEEK #6 

Courtesy A round of golf should begin and end with a handshake between fellow competitors. Show courtesy toward others 

by remaining still and quiet while they prepare and execute a shot. 

Rule of the Day 

Play at Good Pace and Keep Up 
Players should play at a good pace. The Committee may establish pace of play guidelines that all players should follow.  

It is a group's responsibility to keep up with the group in front. If it loses a clear hole and it is delaying the group behind, it 

should invite the group behind to play through, irrespective of the number of players in that group.  

In the case of a serious breach of Etiquette, the Committee may disqualify a player under Rule 33-7. 

WEEK #7  
Respect to feel or show deferential regard for; esteem. In golf, it is important to show respect for yourself, your partners, 

your opponents and the golf course as well as for the honor and traditions of the game. 

Rule of the Day 

Care of the Course 

Bunkers 
Before leaving a bunker, players should carefully fill up and smooth over all holes and footprints made by them and any 

nearby made by others. If a rake is within reasonable proximity of the bunker, the rake should be used for this purpose.  

Repair of Divots, Ball-Marks and Damage by Shoes 
Players should carefully repair any divot holes made by them and any damage to the putting green made by the impact of a 

ball (whether or not made by the player himself). On completion of the hole by all players in the group, damage to the putting 

green caused by golf shoes should be repaired.  

WEEK #8 

Honesty the quality or state of being truthful; not deceptive Golf is unique from other sports in that players regularly call 

penalties on themselves. 

Rule of the Day 

Playing by the rules can certainly pay off, as golf professional J.P Hayes discovered.  Hayes, who was disqualified from Q-

school for mistakenly playing a prototype golf ball, informed officials of the mistake he could have easily let pass without 

notice. is honesty was rewarded by an invitation to at least five PGA Tour events in 2009. 

WEEK #9 
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Integrity strict adherence to a standard of value or conduct. Personal honesty andindependence. Golf is a game of honesty, 

etiquette and composure. You are responsible for your actions and personal conduct on the golf course. 

Rule of the Day 

Playing of Provisional Ball 

Q.  Jack and Jill are partners in a foursome match play competition. Jack plays from the teeing ground on the 11th hole 

and the ball goes towards an area of out of bounds. They decide to play a provisional ball. Who must play the provisional 

ball and from where? 

 A.  Jill must play the provisional ball as it would be her turn to play. She must play the provisional ball from the teeing 

ground where Jack played the original ball. (Decision 29/2)

I use my own experience 
to encourage all to reach for their dreams. My message is that with hard 
work and perseverance,  you can achieve success at almost anything.  

The show lasts about an hour and is a demonstration of precision golf 

from start to finish. The trick shots, or as I like to call them, shots from 
unusual lies , are done with a wide variety of items. My theory is that if 
you have a good swing you can hit good shots with almost anything and 

I prove this by hitting precise shots with clubs made from a fishing rod, a 

crutch, a radiator hose and a cell phone. I also have a club with 3 
universal joints on the shaft a nd a club with 3 heads (my 3 iron). I hit 
shots blindfolded, through fire and while the balls are rolling down a 
ramp. Other highlights you will see in the show are shots hit off 3 foot 
high tees, off a watch and with an egg balanced on the ball. And of 
course, let's not forget to mention the 220 yard putt. None of these

I ask him a few 
questions, just to get him warmed up and then I encourage the audience to try and stump him. The 
crowd also plays a major role in the show, as there is much audience participation.  

The show moves along with the trick shot presen tation and concludes with the inspiring message that 
very few things in this world are impossible if you are willing to work hard and persevere.

I also love to do my show at local tournaments in grass roots America, junior 
golf events, charity tournaments, club functions and corporate outings.
